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What's with all the construction on
main campus?

As you are probably all well aware,
the University is currently undertaking
some serious building works on the
Camperdown/Darlington campus. So will
the result be worth the inconvenience?

Generally, yes. The projects currently
underway include the new Sydney Central
building on City Road, next to the
Wentworth Building; the new Faculty of
Law building on Eastern Avenue; public
domain construction on Eastern Avenue
(including the Fisher library forecourt)
and Darlington Campus (behind the
new Student Central building); and the
Geosciences building refurbishment.

While the amount of construction creates
unavoidable inconvenience, the result of
this construction is meant to benefit nearly
all students who access the Camperdown/
Darlington campuses.

The Sydney Central building on City

Road will allow the University to place

all the student specific services within the
one purpose-built building. This would

hopefully include Counselling, ISSU,
International Office, the Student Centre,

Disability Services, financial assistance,
etc.

The construction of the law building will

bring the Faculty of Law into the folds of

the main university community. As this is
quite a prestigious school, it will enhance
the functions of the University, create a
better sense of identity with USyd among
law students and staff, and allow easier

communication and resource sharing
between faculties. The approach of
centralising faculties as much as possible
on main campus is praise-worthy for these
reasons.

Yet the centralisation of faculties and
services on main campus leads us to
question the University’s plans for the
Callan Park precinct at Rozelle (should
this go ahead). Why is it better to have
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other faculties. This, in turn, suggests law
students are valued more by the University
that arts or humanities students. While
one group is welcomed back into the fold,
another group may be shunted out into
the cold.

SUPRA also has the concern about
where we will be housed. Building G10,
where SUPRA lives at present, is due for
demolition to make way for more tennis
courts. Currently there is no fixed plan for
SUPRA to be located in any of the new or
existing buildings, although consultation
between the University and SUPRA is
ongoing. This will also depend on what
space is available after the completion of
Student Central.

Want to have your say? Send your
comments about the construction on the
Camperdown/Darlington campuses, or
about the Callan Park proposal, to SUPRA
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the Faculty of Law on main campus,
while moving some arts and humanities
to Rozelle? Why isn’'t the Sydney College
of the Arts (SCA) being moved to main
campus too? This suggests the Faculty of
Law is better, or worth more, than these
